YORKSHIRE POST CAR TRIAL – SUNDAY 17TH OCTOBER 2021 
FOREWORD

This Car Trial is being held under the Covid-19 guidelines issued by the Government and MSUK.
IT IS IMPORTANT THAT YOU READ THIS DOCUMENT. 
Communications are all electronic. 
Once the entry form/entry fee has been received by the event secretary she will provide you with the MSUK signing on sheet and a declaration that your car is eligible for the event. Both must be completed and returned to the event secretary before the start of the event. 
The scrutineer will only examine selected cars if he/she thinks it is necessary. 
Please read the Covid-19 part of the declaration before signing and returning.
We ask that all competitors keep an accurate record of their penalties. 
The provisional and final results will be completed using the Marshals check sheets and will be sent to each competitor in the week following the event.

Please ensure that you bring your club memberships cards with you for examination if required.

A maximum of two entries per vehicle is permitted if they are from the same household/bubble.

Every vehicle must carry hand-sanitiser/wipes with a minimum of 60% alcohol content.

All entries must be made on the official entry form and accompanied by the appropriate fee.

The event requires marshals, but like competitors they must register with event secretary and sign the MSUK signing on sheet in advance of the event. Only those registered will be allowed to enter the venue.

Despite these changes brought upon by Covid-19, we hope you have an enjoyable evening’s motorsport
GENERAL
Paddock - Please park keeping 2m clear of neighbouring competitors. 
The Paddock area is only for competitors.
Scrutineering - The scrutineer will not come to your car unless he decides it is necessary.

You are responsible for self-certifying on the entry form the suitability of your car.

Walking of Hills - Please wait until the marshals have set up the hills before walking them.

Hill procedure - Proceed to the first test and queue as directed. Please stay with your car. After the first test proceed to the following hills in order. Where a car is shared the first driver will complete his/her runs then return to the start to change over.

Incident - Should you have an incident on a test requiring help please stay in the car, if safe to do so, until the marshal approaches you. The driver must indicate to the marshal that they are OK by signalling with a “thumbs up” at the front windscreen. The competitor can exit the vehicle and stand at a suitable distance respecting social distancing. The marshals are responsible for moving a stranded vehicle off the test.

6. The programme of the event will be:

The first car will start at 10.00amm.

Any competitor not signed on by 10.00am may be excluded.

7. The event will consist 7 classes as per IDMC Clubnight Classes 2021:


Class 1 – FE FWD Series Production cars, FEFWD Sports Cars & FEFWD Production Kit cars upto 1000cc 


Class 2 – FE FWD Series Production cars, FEFWD Sports Cars & FEFWD Production Kit cars 1001 - 1200cc



Class 3 – FE FWD Series Production cars, FEFWD Sports Cars & FEFWD Production Kit cars between 1201cc-
1400cc


Class 4– FE FWD Series Production cars, FEFWD Sports Cars & FEFWD Production Kit cars over 1401cc 



Class 5 – FE RWD Series Production Cars, FERWD Sports Cars & FE RWD Production Kit Cars 



Class 6 – RE RWD Series Production cars, RERWD Sports Cars & RE RWD Production Kit Cars



Class 7 – Kit Cars









Tyre Pressures for all classes 1 – 6 cars will be 25PSI / class 7 will be 35psi





Cars are not permitted to carry any ballast – except Class 5.

Class 5 and 6 will be automatically merged if a minimum of 3 entries in either class is not reached.  Cars originally entered in class 6 would then carry an additional 5 psi.






Class 5 and 6 CANNOT be merged with any other class.


Cars fitted with a limited slip or torque biasing differential add 4PSI – see MSA Technical Regulation T11.6

All vehicles must comply with MSA Technical Regulations T9-T9.8.4 – T11-T11.14.4 (except 11.1-11.5.6)



Ballast – Non functional material added to increase vehicle weight.  Units of ballast are to be strong and unitary blocks, fixed by means of tools with the possibility of affixing seals and placed on the floor of the cockpit or the luggage compartment, visible and sealed by the scrutineers. (J.5.15.2)







Tyres may be either Summer or Winter patterned road tyres but must have a non-aggressive road pattern .

- A non-aggressive road pattern being a pattern having horizontal, lateral or diagonal groves of between 2mm and 9mm across their width.

 Aggressive patterned tyre with horizontal, lateral or diagonal groves across their width of 10mm or more may not  be used
 The scrutineer will make the final decision as to whether tyres conforms to these tyre regulation.  

8. Awards will be presented as per “Clubnight Awards 2021”.

Plus - Yorkshire Evening Post Trophy – 1st Overall & Direct Wool Group Trophy - Best IDMC .
9. The entry list opens on publication of these Regulations and closes finally on Wednesday 13th October @ 9.15pm.  The entry fee is £15.00.
